We are pleased to announce the first exhibition at Wynick/Tuck Gallery of new paintings by Sara MacCulloch, opening on Saturday, November 18, 2006 with Sara present, 2-5pm.  

With a deft and minimal touch and muted colour palette, MacCulloch makes impressive paintings.  She says of her work: “What I like to paint is less what specifically defines a particular place and more what makes it seem familiar.  It is the feeling of the place that I am after -something that can resonate with the viewer, whether they have been there or not.

Working with wet paint, MacCulloch lets her paint drip and separate, -she blends the colours, sometimes scraping the paint back, and letting the remnants on the canvas inform what to do next.  MacCulloch says about her painting process:  “I try to keep pushing the work, simplifying it as far as I can.” 
The following is a quote from the Halifax Chronicle Herald from a review by Elissa Barnard of a recent solo exhibition at MacCulloch’s Halifax Gallery, Studio 21: “In this show MacCulloch pushes her paint in the direction of abstraction reducing the landscape to it’s essentials.  She paints just enough to make a scene appear.  It’s fascinating to go up close to the canvas to try to see how she’s done it with all those loose sweeps of paint, some thickly glistening, some scrubbed thin.  MacCulloch evokes a powerful feeling of familiarity: I have been here before, I have seen this before, I have felt this before.”
Since receiving her degree from the Nova Scotia School of Art and Design, MacCulloch’s paintings have been exhibited and collected widely, in private and public collections, including The Art Gallery of Nova Scotia, Halifax, Saint Mary’s University Art Gallery, Halifax and the Canadian Department of Foreign Affairs.  She is currently based in Halifax.
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
