We are pleased to announce a solo exhibition of new paintings by Carol Wainio.

Wainio says her new paintings, in general, deal with history, illustration and representation: “While continuing a number of past themes, I find my most recent work functioning in a somewhat less conscious or ‘strategic’ way, and with a greater awareness of materiality.  Resulting from many years of working in the medium, this kind of intuitive approach is relevant to the content and imagery of the current work, which deals, in a broad way, with the act of representation-“

In the introduction to his interview, ”The Very Rich Hours, Carol Wainio, in Border Crossings magazine, issue No. 85, February, 2003, Robert Enright writes: “Wainio’s paintings, while not easy to understand, have always been easy to gaze at, with rich scrapes and slides of paint and shimmering intimations of representation. You might not always have known what you were looking at but you were delighted to be doing the looking".
