The exhibition, inspired by the accidental discovery of her father's wallet ten years after his death, features over 100 photographs of objects found in the artist's and her father's wallet.  The accumulation of objects develop two individual portraits, but also create a deeper dialogue exploring such themes as generational and gender differences, and ideas around immigration and the class/cultural shift which occurs in the next generation. Viewed in its entirety, this project also highlights the vernacular use of the photograph, most commonly found in the form of the I.D. and also in the images carried as mementos.
 
The exhibition will travel later this year to the public gallery, Vu, Quebec City, November 2005 and the
Art Gallery of Hamilton, Fall 2007.  Angelucci will also be having a solo exhibition featuring a range of works at the Cambridge Galleries in May 2006

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Until just recently Tap’s work was based upon early modern European landscape drawings. Her focus was upon the codes and conventions of illusionism found therein; and she made abstract paintings by playing process-art-like variations upon these codes.

Her new work appears at first glance to be quite different, but only the source has changed. Since late last fall, she has been working from images that she has extracted from video clips shot using the 30-second video feature on her digital still camera. Each of these clips document a landscape caught from the vantage of a moving vehicle, taking a traveller’s pastime and making it a source for painting. She overlays and paints onto canvas multiple stills. Whereas historically landscape painting was premised upon a stationary observer who surveys the vista before them, today’s viewer, if physically present at all, is more likely to watch the sights hurtling by the window of a motor vehicle, train or airplane. With this work, Tap extend her investigations into both landscape and threshold moments (the split second between perception and recognition). The completed paintings appear as if simultaneously forming and dissolving: as if in transit, really.
 
Coinciding with the WTG exhibition is Tap’s installation of lithographs, printed by Tap at Open Studio, located at 401 Richmond Street West and on view there in the show titled, over here/ over there, until May 21.
